Fund-raising workshop: Ruth Hill and Ernie Herrington reported on full day workshop presented by LI Center for Non-Profit Leadership held on October 17, 2007. They will attend follow up sessions on November 14 and December 12, 2007 as both thought workshop provided concrete suggestions for consideration by LIVOTF - for example, methods to reduce insurance rates, ensure continued flow of contributions. 

Nominations Committee: Judy Grillo reported there are four candidates seeking election to the Board. Since these nominees will fill open Board positions there will not be a formal election process. Nominees will be introduced at the November Board meeting, at which time there will be election of officers.

Legislation: Joe Kern   informed Board of current status of SOL Legislation.  He stated the Saland Senate Bill S4614  is secure in the Assembly and building support in the Senate with several more Senators signed on as sponsors, namely Leibell, Smith, Stavisky, Young and Maltese joining LaValle and Flanagan who signed on earlier. 

Peggy O’Neill informed Board that a  Legislative Coalition, Chaired by  Bob Kristan,VOTF Brooklyn, has been formed and is seeking support from LIVOTF Membership. This Coalition includes various groups/organizations from the Tri-State area that have joined forces in support of this bill for the protection of all children.  A meeting of this Coalition to create the strategy to lobby for passage of S4614 is currently in the planning stage. Peggy will follow up as appropriate.
